1 For Horizontal Installation. (Fig. 3)

**NOTE: SHUT OFF WATER SUPPLY BEFORE BEGINNING INSTALLATION***

Install bracing (2x4 stud recommended) at required height

and depth, so that the Valve Cartridge Post projects

1 1/2" min. to 1 3/4" max. from finished wall. (See Fig. 4).

Spout outlet must be located on the left side.
NOTE: Valve cannot be reversed. To prevent rocking

movement, valve must be secured with screws so body

is tight and flush against flat surface of stud.
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Plumb supply lines to hot and
cold connections on valve body.

-Hot inlet is marked "H" (Left side).
-Cold inlet is marked "C" (Right Side).

IMPORTANT:

Body is not reversible and must be

installed as shown. Do not attempt

to install with body upside down or

with reversed hot/cold inlet connections.
